* Employees may be created on the system without being a user.

e A SQL Server Login is created when a User is saved in Nucleus
Service. The default password for a user login is: P@ssword123.
This should be changed as soon as possible by the user: Reset

Password.

e Enforcing Password Policy, Expiration and User must change at

next login; Configuration is set up in:
